Dave LaRue is widely excepted as one of today’s
greatest modern electric bassists. He’s been awarded
the "Lifetime Achievement Award for the Advancement
of Bass Guitar" in 1996. As a member of the Dixie
Dregs and the Steve Morse Band, has been touring
and recording since 1988. He’'s also worked with
fellow modern musical greats, Joe Satriani, G3, Dream
Theater's John Petrucci, Vinnie Moore, Planet X, Steve
Lukather, Mike Stern, Eric Johnson, Steve Vai, Albert
Lee, Paul Gilbert, Tony MacAlpine, Rik Emmett
(Triumph). He’s also worked and recorded with renown
rock & mainstream artists such as Deep Purple, Bruce
Hornsby, Tommy Lee and Vince Neil (Motley Crue),
and Ace Frehley (Kiss) to name a few.

As a celebrity columnist for Bass Player magazine (for whom he
also served as a member of the Advisory Board), wrote instructional articles and pieces for several years, and
is an adjunct professor at Stetson University in Florida. Mr. LaRue is sponsored by and endorses the Ernie
Ball - Music Man Co. for which he continues to do clinics internationally. He has also done seminars at the
National Music Expo's and at the National Guitar Summer Workshop in Connecticut. In addition, Dave will be
doing a second instructional video, to follow up his internationally released Warner Bros. Video, "Essentials”,
as well as a bass method book, along with a new series of on-line lessons.

Along with being awarded his lifetime achievement, Dave’s been nominated for Two Grammy'’s as a member
of the Dixie Dregs, in 1992 for "Bring 'Em Back Alive", and in 1994 for "Full Circle". Dave has finished in the
top 10 in the "Best Overall' category in the Bass Player magazine Readers Poll in 1993, '94, '95 and '96. He
also finished third in the "Best Rock Bassist" category in Guitar Player magazine in 1994.

Steve Morse Band “Southern Steel” (1991).

Hub City Kid is Dave LaRue’s first solo release and debut for Holographic Records. The album is completely
remastered and includes two brand new tracks — “BOMBAST” and “FIRST TOMORROW?” . Hub City Kid is
scheduled for release MAY 2010.
